
HOWICK TENNIS CLUB JUNIOR ENROLMENT NOTES FOR PARENTS – 2011/12


On behalf of the Howick Tennis Club, we wish to welcome your child(ren) and yourselves to our Club and hope that you have an enjoyable season of tennis.  The following are a few notes to assist you with Enrolment at the Club.  Children attending for the first time must be 9 years of age or older.  Children younger than this age may be enrolled in the Club with prior approval of the Club Coach.

Please Note:  Enrolment form and subscriptions may be posted to the Junior Convenor, PO Box 38005, Howick 2142 BY 30 AUGUST, or brought to the Enrolment Evening to enable Interclub Teams to be selected.


INTERCLUB:
Children must have played one season of tennis before being eligible to play in an Interclub Team.  Interclub is played either on a Saturday or Sunday morning at either Howick or away.  Parents whose children are playing interclub must be able to assist with the team transport and supervision, as rostered.

Pre-Xmas Interclub entry must be received no later than 2nd September 2011.

COACHING:
Our Club Coach, along with assistant coaches and parent helpers will be conducting structured coaching sessions on club days, Monday, Wednesday, Friday and Saturdays.  Tiny Tennis Coaching for children younger than 9 years is held after school on Thursdays and Fridays each term.  Children enrolled in tiny tennis programmes are not required to be members of the Club.  After successfully completing a Tiny Tennis course they may be eligible to join the Club.  Newsletters, entry forms for tournaments etc. will be available at the Club.

5pm – 6.30 pm : Beginners – Grades 1 - 3

WEDNESDAYS

Organised tennis
4pm –5.30pm : Advanced Beginners – Grades 4 - 5

5.30pm to 7pm Medium Ability – Grades 6 – 8

FRIDAY NIGHTS
Organised tennis
6 pm to 8.30 pm : Advanced Ability – Grades 9+

WEEK DAYS
Children can arrange their own games with other juniors or Junior Parent members from 3.30 pm to 5pm.  Junior players may play at other times, ie. Weekends/school holidays BUT MUST VACATE THE COURTS if required by Intermediate or Senior members.

GRADING / REGRADING – All players will be graded/regraded during the weeks leading up to the end of Term 3.  Where players are regraded to another day and/or time session they will be advised by the end of the term and will commence Term 4 in the new grade.

SHOE TAGS:  All financial members will be issued with shoe tags for the season.  THESE MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES WHEN PLAYING AT THE CLUB.  CHILDREN MUST NOT COME DOWN WITH NON MEMBERS TO PLAY.

JUNIOR PARENT MEMBER:  Payment of this fee will allow only the parent/s of Junior members to play tennis with their child/ren on the WEEK DAYS playing times as outlined above.  This is instead of paying the usual visitors fees.  No keys will be issued (your child has a gate key) and a card will be issued which is to be carried by the parent/s when attending with their child/ren.  Parents playing with their child/ren who have not paid this fee will be required to pay the visitors fee.   Parents will receive monthly newsletters advising of social events and we welcome and encourage their active involvement in the social activities of the senior club.  Parents are welcome to join other senior members using the upstairs lounge facilities when open.

KEYS:  Court keys will be issued to all financial Junior members from 20th September, when the locks are changed.

NEWSLETTERS: Monthly newsletters including What’s On, Results, Tournaments etc will be emailed to Juniors, or collected from the Club – please keep yourself informed.

	PARENT HELP:  As we have a large membership, we rely on a roster of parent help to assist with running club days (Monday, Wednesday, Friday and Saturday).  ALL PARENTS MUST BE AVAILABLE TO HELP and this is a condition on accepting your child’s enrolment so please ensure you sign the form.  We are not a babysitting service and need all parents to help.  If you do not wish to participate with parent help, an additional fee of $25.00 per child will be payable to help the Club provide supervision.
